Janet Luongo is a Norwalk artist who contributed to 
STAR’s 50th anniversary 10 years ago. Students from 
Columbus School in Norwalk assisted in painting the 
star in brilliant colors, and they named it “Star Cycle” 
which showed, with tie-dye effect, the life of stars from 
big bang through white dwarf to black hole.  

Janet is also a writer, video artist, and education 
consultant for the Housatonic Museum of Art, and a 
holistic health coach.  It is Janet’s passion for nutrition 
that gave her the idea to paint “Star Fruit”.  Janet’s 
book, 365 Daily Affirmations for Creativity was 
published in 2005, and led to invitations to speak in the 
U.S. and abroad.  

She has exhibited widely in CT as founder and member 
of the Women’s Caucus for Art. Before moving to CT, 
Janet lived in Europe and exhibited her work in Paris 
and Geneva.
